Strange as it may
appear her disability gave her secret power. Here is
the result: she got a gold Olympic medal. Olesya
thinks that only extreme moments make you use your
potential. Her motto is “Never give up!” We should
write more about such people and do everything pos-
sible so that they shouldn’t feel invalids even in a
wheelchair.
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
