1. Horror films don’t usually contain characters with strong personalities
or have strong stories like other films, We are not interested in Dracula’s
psychological reasons for biting people. Horror stories can be supernatural,
biological or physical, and they can take place anywhere. The important thing
about them is how they make people feel.

2. People like stories that have an emotional effect on them. For example,
some people like romantic stories, which make them feel sad or remind them
of being in love. Horror stories and feeling afraid make our hearts beat faster.
We experience the same feelings that we get when we do sport or ride on a
rollercoaster. People feel panic because they are frightened and this is exciting.
The person watching the film or reading the book shares the feeling of the
human being in the story.

3. There is another reason why people enjoy feeling afraid. It seems that
horror stories help people to do something about things that worry or scare
them, such as the dark or pain. They can sit in a safe cinema seat and watch
the dark or pain on the screen. When they come out of the cinema, their real
fear doesn’t seemn so bad.
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4. There are two different types of fear in horror stories. In the first type, the
danger always comes from outside, such as monsters or vampires like Dracula. .

Scotland

In area Scotland is more than half as big as England. Its population is,
however, only one — eighth as great. Scotland was an independent kingdom,
often at war with England, until 1603. It had never been entirely conquered
by the Romans, who advanced some distance into Scottish territory, but
for the most of their four centuries in Britain remained mainly behind the
great wall which they built in the reign of the Emperor Hadrian, to the south
of the modern boundary. In 1603 King James VI of Scotland became King
James I of England too, and from then onwards the countries were under the
same monarch, though the Act of Union was not passed until 1707. This Act
incorporated Scotland with England in the United Kingdom, but the Scots
kept their own legal system, religion and administration and still keep them
now. Thus Scotland has never been united with England in the same way as
Wales.

On the whole Scottish national consciousness is cultural and sentimental,
and not much concerned with language. The Gaelic language, a Celtic tongue,
is still used rather than English among the people of some remote Highland
districts, but elsewhere most of the people are not of Celtic origin and would
have no possible reason for wanting to introduce the Gaelic which would be
an entirely foreign tongue. The English language is spoken all over Scotland
with a variety of regional accents, but all of these can be at once recognized as
Scottish, with the vowels and consonants pronounced more nearly as written
than in standard English or any of the regional accents of England.

At the start of the year 1994, the world received a shocking piece of news:
«The Beatles are to record again for the first time in 24 years.» The band’s
three remaining members at that time, Paul McCartney, George Harrison and
Ringo Starr (without John Lennon who was murdered in 1980) announced
plans to record together.

The three musicians did not want to record only new versions of their old
songs. They were also interested in recording new music. They were going to
make a ten hour special video-biography to be shown on British television later
that year. The new project would include a lot of unpublished documentaries,
interviews and materials from The Beatles’ private collections. At the same
time a new book about the group was going to appear in the bookshops. The
fans would also have the chance to buy recordings of their live concerts on five
CDs in the music shops.

Fans of the famous four were hoping that this comeback would not run
into any difficulties.
