BREAKFAST AROUND THE WORLD

They say breakfast is the most impartant meal of the day.
Maybe that’s why many people may be open to trying
foreign food at lunch or dinner, but they’re not adventurous
enough to experiment with anything new at breakfast. But
what about you? Below, we look at typical breakfasts in
five different countries. Would you have them or are they too
spicy, too fattening or just too different?

SOUTH KOREA

'he traditional breakfast is rice and soup. People then choose
extra dishes to go with it such as grilled fish, vegetables and
kimchi, which is pickled cabbage with chillies. Kimchi is so
opular that the first Korean astronaut took some with him to
the international space station! Of course, these days, many
Koreans have such busy lifestyles they don't have enough time
to make breaklast and just grab a quick coffee and some cereal

or Loasl.

BULGARIA

Breaklast in Bulgaria includes tea or strong coffee, sesame
bread and butter, cheese made [rom sheep’s milk, honey, olives,
boiled eggs and — most imporrantly — kiselo mlyako, a local
voghurt, Bulgaria has a lot of people aged over 100 and many
helieve that the secret behind this is their yoghurt, which mosi
Bulgarians cal every day.

COSTA RICA

Many Cosla Ricans start their day with the national dish, galle
pinto, which is a mixture of fried rice and black beans. Tts
lightly spiced and often served with fried plantain (a kind of
banana used like a vegetable in a lot of Central American and
Caribbean cooking), cream and fried eggs. Theres usually some
strong local coffee as well — or perhaps some agua dulce (‘sweet
water’), which is made from sugar cane juice

EGYPT

Visit any town in Egypt in the moming and you'll find street
stalls selling foul medammes — beans cooked with tomatoes
and onions — and eaten with a boiled egg on top and lots of
Mar bread. Pickled vegetahles are usually served as a side dish.
For many poorer Egyptians, this is their only [ood until dimmer.
They say the dish is ‘a rock in the stomach’

IRELAND

As people become more concerned about their health, fewer
Irish eat the traditional Irish breakfast, or fry, because it has
too much fat. However, many still eat it if they stay in a hotel,
or they cook it on a special day. Tt consists ol bacon, black
pudding (a kind of sausage made with blood), white pudding
(another kind of sausage), [ried eggs, fried mushrooms and

toast — all served with strong Trish tea!

Kids then
start to feel scared thar if they don't do well, they won't get good jobs — and
bad economic situations also make people leel less secure. On top of all that,
kids are growing up in a world where great emphasis is placed on money and
winning!

Schools in many different contexts need to show that their students are doing
well if they want more money from the government. A school with poor test
scores starts Lo [ail: it gers less money and has fewer resources, so smart students
go elsewhere, and teachers may well lose motivation.

If you give asthma sullerers ‘medicine’ and tell them it will
help their condition, many of them will report that they
feel better after taking it, even when that ‘medicine” wasn't
actually real — il was a placebo.

People have lived in the region since the
Stone Age. The society was nomadic —
different groups moved across the land to
find grass and water for their animals, and
places to grow food for the season. The
name of Kazakhstan cames from a word
meaning ‘free spirit’.

However, some cities such as Talaz were
established 2,000 years ago as part of the
Silk Road trade route that went through
the region.

Two key events had an important influence
on the region: Islam was introduced by the
Arabs in the eighth century, and Genghis
Khan's Monhgol army invaded in 1219, Qver
the next 200 years, the unique Kazakh
language, culture and economy developed,
based on nomadic life.

However, this traditional lifestyle changed
during the 1800s, when the country

was occupied by Russia. The population
grew rapidly and there were political and
economic problems. This resulted in food
shortages and eventually led to fighting and
a civil war in 1916.

In 1920, Kazakhstan became part of the
Soviet Union. Over the following decade,
the last Kazakh nomads were forced to
live on farms or work in industry. Other
people within the Soviet Union, including
Germans, Ukrainians and Koreans, were
sent to work there.

After Kazakhstan became independent
on 16 December 1991, its economy grew
rapidly. It's now the 11th largest producer

The most common way of giving advice — to say what you think
is the best thing to do — is should + infinitive (without to). We
often soften advice by adding maybe at the beginning of the
sentence. It's also common to say / think you should.

Should is a modal verb. With modal verbs we use the same
form for all persons, we do not add -s for the third person.

We do not use do / does in guestions, or don’t / doesn't in
negatives. The negative form is shouldn't.

Maybe you should go home and get some rest.

You shouldn’t worry about it It'll all be fine.

What should I do if the medicine doesn’t work?

Two other common ways of giving advice are why don't you +
infinitive (without to) and ought to + infinitive (without to). They
basically mean the same as should.

give instructions: Take twice duaily with food.

give an order: Be guiet.

give advice: Go and see your doctor if you're worried.
encourage: Come on! You can do it!

make an offer. Have g seal.

warn: Don't buy that one. It's bad quality.

reassure: Don’t worry. It'll be fine.
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Structures with imperatives

We often use imperatives in conditional sentences, especially
when giving advice.

Don't worry if you find it difficuit. (= you shouldn't worry)

If you need anything, just email me.

If you can’t sleep, try counting backwards from 100.

We often use will after imperatives.

Hurry up or we'll miss the train.

Have a seat. I’ll stand.

Don't worry about cleaning up. Pll do it.

Don’t make so much noise. Youll wake the baby!

We sometimes use imperatives as requests when talking to
friends, but it's better to use could you / can you because
imperatives can sometimes sound rude and too direct with

people we're not close to. However, in all the examples above,
imperatives sound fine.

Pass the salt. (with friends)
Could you pass the salt, please? (more polite, less direct)

Second conditionals are sentences of two parts, We use them
to talk about imagined situations or things that are unlikely or
impossible.

The if-clause
In the if-clause, use the past simple to talk about imagined
situations. It refers to now ot the future.

... if she ate a nut by mistake.

(She doesn’t plan to eat one, but imagine her eating one))
... if l could.

(I can't move anyone, but imagine the situation is possible.)

The result clause
Use would + infinitive (without to) to talk about imagined results
or further actions.

She’d be ill if she ate a nut by mistake.

(She isn't ill now, only because she hasn't eaten a chocolate
with nuts in.)

I would move them if | could. (| want to move them, but | can’t.)

might
You can replace would with might to show less certainty about
the imagined result.

They might attract more people if they weren't so expensive!
(= maybe they would attract more people)

We
also use it in questions.

P: Watching any child with pens and paper, you can see how
the simple task of carefully filling in a pattern can completely
occupy their attention, and it's that focus on the present
which Karen Miller — a lawyer and colouring fan — likes.

K: Law is a very stressful occupation and it's difficult to stop
thinking about work, but colouring has really made a
difference for me. Some designs are very detalled and
complicated, so you really nead to concentrate, and | quickly
forget about everything else. It really helps me relax. | even
sleep better,

P: And it's not just colouring that's coming back into fashion.

In the States, there is a growing interest in making things —
everything from clothes to furniture to cakes. The
sociologist, Professor John Townsend, suggests why.

T: I think the maker movement is a reaction against life being
so commercial. We were sold the idea of retail therapy —
shopping as relaxation — but many people's experience of
shopping is far from relaxing: it involves difficult decisions,
debt and worrying about what others have.

P: OK. So the first question from listener Mary Martin is based
on a recent news story. Are there crime genes?

S: Well, yes and no. First, remember we share 50% of our
genes with bananas, but you wouldn't say humans were

half banana! There are sludies that have found some violent

criminals share a particular gene. But, BUT, this is one of
many, many factors. Many people have the gene, but aren’t
violent. Violence and crime can be learned, Home life,
culture, war, even the enviranment and pellution can be
factors.

P: OK, Something rather different now. Yevgeny from Russia
asks: How do spiders walk on ceilings?

S: OK, right, yes, well researchers have discovered that
spiders’ feet are covered in hairs. But then each hair is also
covered in hundreds of thousands of tiny hairs, each about
an atom wide. Basically, when these tiny hairs move next to
the atoms of the ceiling material, it creates a small electric
charge so the hairs and ceiling atoms are attracted to each
ather. It's a bit like how you can rub a balloon on your hair,
then stick it to a wall. The spider has so many hairs, the

attraction is quite strong — strong enough to hold 100 times

the weight of the spider.

P: Right, well, from some very thin hairs to Graphene and
Jamie Sequro’s question; What is Graphene?

S: Graphene, QK. Well, this is probably the most important
discovery of the last 20 years.

P: Really? So what is it and who discovered it?

S: It's the world’s thinnest material. It's just one atom thick, and

it was discovered by two Russian scientists working at the
University of Manchester. The first amazing thing is, it's very
easy to find, because it's basically a very, very thin layer of
the stuff in a pencil.

P: What, a normal pencil?

S: Yep. That stuff is called graphite. Basically, you take some
graphite and put it on some sticky tape — normal sellotape.
Then you take some mare tape, press it on the graphite. If
you peel this tape away, some layers of graphite come off.
And if that process is repeated a few times, it eventually
leaves a layer one atom thick.

P: So can you see il?

S: Not without a microscope, no, but even though it's so thin
Graphene is incredibly difficult to tear: it's the strongest

material we know. But then because it's thin you can bend it

easily. And it’s really, really good at conducting electricity —

much better than the wires that are used in our home or the

chips in computers.
P: So could those things be replaced by Graphene?

S: Some day, hopefully, because it's so easy to get and so
efficient. We could save a lot of money. It's an incredible
discovery and it was awarded a Nobel Prize,
