If your heart starts beating quickly after you've had a
can of cola or other fizzy drink, then you should listen
carefully to what your body's trying to tell you. Many
fizzy drinks contain caffeine, like coffee does, and this
is what wakes you up and gives you energy. It can
also make you breathe more quickly and even affect
your sleep, as well as raise your blood pressure,

which could put you at risk of a heart attack or other
medical condition.

If you notice effects like these which feel unpleasant,
or you think that your heart is often beating too
fast, it might be time to cut down on the number
of fizzy drinks you're having. You don't have to
stop drinking them altogether, but it's definitely a
good idea to drink more water during the day than
other kinds of drink, including coffee, tea or hot
chocolate, which also contain caffeine. And you
should avoid having any of these drinks at least six
hours before you want to go to sleep. However,

if you already drink a lot of caffeine, don't stop
suddenly. Doing so can cause headaches, stop you

being able to concentrate and make you feel more
anxious than usual.

Some studies suggest that you should include
some caffeine in your diet because it helps to
reduce the possibility of heart problems and
developing some kinds of cancer. It can also help
you keep going while you exercise and reduce
muscle pain after you've worked out. And, of
course, it is helpful when you want to stay awake
and study when you start yawning!

Soft drinks such as cola and certain kinds of hot drink
have something in common.

It contains a lot of sugar and can cause the
negative effects mentioned earlier. You should
also be very careful with energy drinks. Some
large cans can contain over 150 mg of caffeine,
which is more than the recommended daily
amount for a teenager.

Remember: if your heart often beats fast when
you're resting and you don't have fizzy drinks
or other drinks containing caffeine, you could
have a medical problem.

Models and celebrities are changed to look taller and
younger; legs become thinner, skin becomes clearer,
and hair becomes longer and thicker.

Rumer did not appreciate this change and requested
that anyone who had shared the picture online took
it down. ‘I love the way I look and I won't support
anyone who would feel a need to change the way
1look to make me more beautiful. Whether or not
they realise it, it is a form of bullying, which I won't
stand for, she posted on her Instagram account.
Model Chrissy Teigen also had something to say
about photoshopped images at the BeautyCon
Festival in 2017. The festival celebrates natural
beauty, and encourages people to be true to
themselves. ‘Nobody knows what a real face looks
like any more,’ said Chrissy. She also commented
‘on society’s unrealistic standards of beauty and
how many photoshopped pictures there are on
Instagram.

The message that many celebrities want to get out
there is that people should learn to accept the way
they look, even if it isn’t ‘perfect’. And itisn’t just
women who want to promote this idea. For his
cover shoot for the American W magazine, actor
Brad Pitt requested that his photo was not changed.
Many more models and celebrities are starting to
‘express similar opinions and disagreeing with the
use of photo techniques that produce impossible
images. It looks like this is the beginning of a new
generation of responsible celebrities.

in a fast food joint. Would you be annoyed by the
difference in your lives? Delighted for his success?

Having a world-famous brother or sister has its ups and
downs. While your celebrity sister’s having her nails
done, being given a flash car, or walking round in free
designer gear, you're doing your own make-up, riding
around on an old bicycle and wondering whether you
can afford a new pair of jeans!

This, according to psychologists, could cause what's
known as ‘sibling rivalry’, or conflict between brothers
and sisters.

This is a phenomenon which psychologists say is not
uncommaon.
