Kate says she spends hours every day talking
about products with customers. 'l can’t stand working and not
getting paid,’ she says. ' refuse to werk for freel’

Everyone avoids paying more than they have ta, but customers
fail to reafisa that Kate's prces are mostly the same as in largar
stares and on websites. They prafer to shop elsewhere as they
axpact o find the product at a lower price. ‘I customars choose
to buy sometiing, | retum the $5 fee,’ says Kate,
